Establish Quorum/Call to Order
Chairman David Connell confirmed the presence of a quorum and called the meeting to order at 10:01
a.m.

Approval of Minutes

Chairman Connell called for a motion regarding the minutes from the February 17, 2016 Board meeting.
A motion was made by Todd Cowan to approve the regular meeting minutes as presented; Jeff
Wigington seconded the motion with unanimous approval by the remaining Board members.

Commissioner’s Report

Commissioner Brantley began by briefing the Board members on the ribbon-cutting ceremony for the
Atlanta CSC. Governor and Mrs. Nathan Deal attended the ceremony along with several DDS Board
members. A PowerPoint presentation showed the ribbon-cutting ceremony and Governor and Mrs.
Deal touring the new facility.

Bob Griffin, Chief Financial Officer, gave an update on facilities. A PowerPoint presentation showed the
latest update of the Dallas CSC. The Dallas CSC is expected to open in mid-July of 2016. For the
Fayetteville new location, the contract negotiations are complete. The new location is %2 mile from the
courthouse complex in Fayetteville. There will be 16 to 18 employees and the plans for this location
have been approved.

Commissioner Brantley briefed the Board on the field’s performance. March 2016 was the busiest
month in the history of the department; we had over 414,000 transactions. Our statewide average wait-
time was 11 minutes. For the month of March, 55 CSC’'s met the goal of serving 95% of our customers
within 30 minutes or less.

Mike Mitchell, Legislative Liaison, briefed the Board on House and Senate Bills that were being tracked
by DDS. There were 90 bills in the House and 33 in the Senate. HB 806, which is an agency bill, passed
the House. This bill would make the standard term of driver’s licenses, commercial driver’s licenses, and



identification cards 8 years. Senate Bill 6, which would have required DDS to produce a new driving
privilege card for non-citizens on deferred action status and SR 675, which would have allowed the
voters to decide whether English should constitutionally be recognized as the official language of
Georgia did not pass.

Michele Jordan, Budget Director, provided an update on the AFY 2016 and FY 2017 budgets, as passed
during the 2016 legislative session. The discussion also included a synopsis of the bond funding
approved for the agency. Two bonds, one for vehicles and one for driver’s license card production
equipment, were approved, and DDS has requested that the amounts be included in the State bond sale
scheduled for June 7, 2016. The Board was asked to approve a resolution for sale of those bonds.

Lynda Coker motioned to approve the resolution; Jeff Wigington seconded the motion with unanimous
approval by the remaining Board members.
