The testing component will
begin promptly at 2:00 p.m., immediately following the one hour lunch break. Once an instructor applicant has
taken the course, but has failed one or more components of the test, they will have the option of taking the entire
course again or they have the option of arriving at 2:00 on a future class day to retake the exam only. After a third
failure, the applicant must re-apply and remit all required fees.
